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Solano County Student Art Faire Returns to Vallejo

Each
division will also award one artist with the Best of Show Ribbon. Every artist receives a certificate
for participating.

Schools must register their intent to participate and indicate the anticipated number of art pieces
no later than Friday, December 14, 2018. Schools must register each piece of artwork by Friday,
April 26, 2019.
